Plans by the Valley Transportation Authority
(VTA) to make improvements to four inter-
changes along Highway 101 continue to move
forward. The interchanges are located at Moffett
Boulevard, Highway 85, Shoreline Boulevard and
Old Middlefield Way.

State and Federal environmental clearance for
the improvements have been completed and the
necessary right-of-way has been acquired. The
total cost of the project is expected to be approx-
imately $142 million dollars, with the largest
portion of the funding coming from Measure B
County sales tax funds.

The City is working with the VTA to help miti-
gate the impacts of the upcoming construction
on motorists and residents. More information on
the project and future construction plans will be
available through a public information campaign
in the local media.
